4 Open the access door and metal 
shield. On some models the 
door and shield may remove 
completely.

6 Insert the solution into any open 
USB connector inside the printer. 
The solution will only insert in one 
orientation. If it does not insert 
easily, rotate it and try again. 
Never use strong force. Strong 
force may damage your printer.

7 Close the shield and access door, 
reconnect all cables and cords, 
then turn the power switch on.

On
most printer models, select “Information” and
then ”Print PCL Font List”.

The
PCL Font List may vary a little between
different printer models, but the bar code
fonts will be shown somewhere in the list.
